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Rabbi’s Notes (continued from page 1)

gesture and would not automatically

create a Palestinian State. However,

“symbolism is not toothless, and many

of Israel’'s greatest allies around the

world [would] be put in a tight spot to
recognize such a state — regardless

of its endorsement of terrorism and its

oppression of its own citizens. It [would]

be a diplomatic blow to Israel — and by
implication, to the U.S. as well.” (David

Hazony, Commentary, May 24, 2011)
With this painful and difficult situation,

we must ask ourselves:

e Where do | stand with all of this?

e Do | stand with Israel?

e How can | stand with Israel, when the
situation between the Israelis and the
Palestinians is so difficult?

Rabbi Daniel Gordis, who made aliyah
with his family 13 years ago, lays out a
strategy for moving forward in his book,
Saving Israel: How the Jewish People
Can Win a War That May Never End.
Gordis writes: “[If] Israel is to survive, if
Israelis are to make lives and raise their
children in a country continually at war,
they will need to be able to articulate to
themselves why a Jewish state matters
and why preserving Israel is worth the
sometimes excruciating price that it
exacts. Though Israel does face real
threats from Iran, and from terrorist
groups much closer to home, those can
be dealt with — if Israelis know why their
country exists and are committed to its
survival. To survive, Israel needs citizens
at home and supporters abroad who can
articulate why the Jewish state exists in
the first place and who can then take the
necessary steps to preserve it” (p. 8).

In other words, if we know why Israel
is important, if we know what role Israel
has played in healing the Jewish people,
strengthening our sense of peoplehood,
protecting us, and providing us with self-
confidence as Jews — then, we will be
able to stand with Israel and defend Israel,
even in times when that may be unpopular.

As Moses said to himself, when he
realized he must step up and defend the
